Jesus doesn't just bring us
closer to the Father, Jesus puts us directly into
contact with God the Father, removing all distance
between us. In the Gospel of John, Jesus identifies
so closely with the Father that he tells us that they
are one—not just close, but actually one. Knowing
Jesus means knowing the Father.

Read with your family today's Gospel, John 10:27-
30. Ask your family members to talk about some
ways that Jesus brings them closer to God and
closer to one another. Pray together the Acts of
Faith, Hope, and Love.
